Seeding

Seeding for the Girls 18 Open division will be done by USA Volleyball! For all other

divisions, seeding is based on teams' tournament finishes at the larger Jan and Feb

events in the Northeastern US along with Regional and National Rankings.

We will also solicit recommendations and additional information directly from Club

Directors for teams from outside of the Northeast for some divisions, especially in the

Open divisions.

Format Details

Flowcharts will be posted on www.Sportwrench.com once the event goes live. All

divisions will play all 3 days this year!

---

Tie Breakers

There will NOT be any tie-breaking games played in this event EXCEPT for the 18

Open/USA/Liberty/American divisions. For those divisions, the USAV National

Qualifier tie-breaking rules apply!

For all other divisions, in the case of a tie, the teams will be ranked by head-to-head

results in case of a 2-way tie in matches or, in the case of 3 or more teams tied in

matches: set percentage.

If two teams are still tied on set percentage, the tie will be broken by the

head-to-head result of their match, OR if three or more teams are still tied the tie

will be broken by point percentage. Note that the 3 or more teams tied procedure is

slightly different than previous years based on the updated procedures used at the

USAV Junior National Qualifiers and National Championship events!

FLOOR CAPTAIN MAY FILE PROTESTS. The exception to this rule applies to the 14U

and younger divisions, where the acting team coach may act.

The Protest Committee will handle all protests and their decision is binding. A Protest

Committee will consist of any two of the following:

● Tournament Director

● Assistant Tournament Director

● Head Official

● NERVA Region of USA Volleyball Board Member

● National Official or a non-involved Club Director.
